What began in 2012 as a small worldwide campaign is now a dazzle spectacle of green from Rio to Chicago, and from Paris to Peking. The Greening is now a truly international tradition. Whether its the Empire State Building in New York, Sydney Opera House or the Statue of Christ the Redeemer, every year on MArch 17th, billions of photos of these iconic buildings in dazzling typical Irish Green traverse the world through social media.

This year, with the greening of the Riesenrad Hi-Sky we have something completely new. Thanks to the Munich steel firm MAURER, from sun down on March 17th 2020 – the official St. Patrick’s Day this unique Big Wheel will be bathed in green.
And that’s not all, because at the St. Patrick’s Day Parade and the Parade After-Party on Sunday 15th of March, over 30,000 Hi-Sky flyers will be given out. Whoever secures one of these prized flyers for themselves, MAURER has promised a hefty reduction on a ride on the Hi-Sky from March 15-30th 2020: on production of the flyer, adults pay only 9,99€ per ride, which children, students and oaps get a 50% reduction on the normal costs. This flyer campaign is supported by the Munich-Irish marketing agency Bubblebridge GmbH.

Germany’s biggest Big Wheel, and in the Guinness Book of Records as the biggest mobile Big Wheel in the world, coupling E-Mobilität in Cultur und Hi-Tech in jeder capsule: The Munich Hi-Sky is unique, innovative and full of features
In all of Germany there is no other Big Wheel which brings you so high. It reaches a height of 80m with a speed of less than one kilometer an hour giving you the time (a stand journey lasts about 30 minutes) to enjoy the breath taking view over Munich on one side, and over the Alps on the other.
It's thanks to the Dutch designer Ronald A. Bussink with this mobile design and Munich Steel company MAURER, that this Type R80 XL Big Wheel made it into the Guinness Book of Records. The Big Wheel is not anchored to the ground, but due to its 1500 weight it remains stable through wind an weather.
